Omit this flag for extended tables (all stock from 1st in-stock minsize to last in-             stock maxsize).

Diagnostic
Spare flag for diagnostic purposes.

Timing      
This will cause a diagnostic Timing display when making the output file.

Unique
Allow for duplicate entries in Top2Toe data.  Only should be needed if the Top toToe data files are corrupted.

Ignore Locks
Allow Norcat to access T2T data even if it’s in use.


Show Stock
Show Stock count for items.


Icons

Icons in shopping cart.  Show scaled thumbnails of product at checkout.


You can set the Scale to scale down the displayed image.


e.g. Scale 2 will display the cart image half size. Don’t scale up.

Warn no Stock
Warn if Style Card has no stock records.

Show Colours
Always Show the colour name in Colour / Size Tables.

Show ColCod.
Always Show the colour Code in Colour / Size Tables.

Skip 

If no Notes
Skip records where the T2T Notes field is blank.

If no Images
Skip records where there is no image of any kind.

Colour – no 
Skip records where there is no image for a particular colourway.

Options. 
Set in T2T / Edit Card / (usually Rem1).  Individual options for each product.

Will cause text alongside Map, Table or Compact Image to start on new line.

C  
Will cause this product to be displayed in Compact Table form as above.

Will cause this product to be displayed in Extended Tables.   Intermediate sizes with no stock will be shown.

Only used with Image Maps.  Will create a set textual links below map.  This is useful if you want text to search on for sub-products.

Create Image Map (see below) but with map representing single List of choices.


List of choice names must be added to notes field (see (...) below).

M
Use Image Map instead of Table for product size-colour matrix.


Will create a big image where parts can be clicked on to choose
colour/ size combinations.


Needs a 6 digit product image filename (jpg or gif).   Product will be shown for all colours and from minsize to maxsize.  The image will be divided into the appropriate number of clickable regions.   You can adjust the percentage of each cell that is clickable with the Norcat / Config / Advanced feature “Focus”.   Out of stock entries will not be clickable and will display an “Out of Stock” message.

N
Will cause this product to marked "Not for sale".

S
Will cause this product to be shown as in Stock for all colours and from Minsize to Maxsize.

X
Will cause this product to be eXcluded from the catalog.

Any number in the options field (with or without a decimal point) is also valid and will be passed to Actinic as "Shipping Data".  This is usually used for a weight and can be used to enable weight-based shipping.

Options can be combined where this makes sense.   For example SN will show all of a sizerange and colourway but they'll be marked "Not for sale".   Some combinations will not make sense, like XS  which will try to exclude an item but show it as always in stock.

Notes.  The T2T / Edit Card / Notes field shows can be used as product description.

In addition it can contain the following code.

Prefix a choice with “+” to make it the default.   Otherwise first choice is default.  The user can only select one choice.

This will create a drop down list containing 3 choices.  When the user buys this product the order details will contain the keyword “Hardness” with it’s value set to whatever the user selected.   


If a Choice contains a semi-colon e.g. 0;None then the part before the “;” is used on the Add to Cart pages, and the part after the “;” appears on the product page.


Radio Buttons:

This will create a row of clickable buttons named AttributeName - one for each choice.  Buttons are followed by Choice text and separated from the next by Separator text.   If selection is Radio+ then button follows choice text.  Prefix a choice with “+” to pre-set it.   Otherwise no choice is selected.  The user can only select one button.  

Tick the hardness you want {{Hardness,Radio, - ,Soft,+Medium,Hard}}

When the user buys this product the order details will contain the keyword “Hardness” with it’s value set to whatever the user selected.   If no button is set then no preference will be shown on that order.

Checkbox:

This will create a single checkbox that will return value if ticked.   Prefix Value with “+” to pre-set it.   An unticked box will return nothing.

Tick if you want a free gift {{Gift,Checkbox,Yes}}

When this product is ordered with the box ticked then Gift: Yes will appear on the cart.

Components. These allow additional items to be sold with a product.  

Text between {+ and +} will be used to create an optional component and will be replaced with a checkbox to select the component followed by the Component Description and then it’s price.   

{+ Component Name, Component Description, Price +}

Component Name should be brief name and will appear on the Shopping cart and Invoice.  It must be unique for each component within a product.  This will be done automatically for referenced components.

Note that the Component Names; Colour, Size & Info are prohibited and that component and attribute names must be unique within a product.

Component Description (may contain HTML and attributes) will appear next to the checkbox that selects the component.   If the component description is prefixed with a “+” then the checkbox will be set.

Price should be a number like 12.34 which will be the actual price for this component.   In this case there is no reference to a T2T item so you can offer non-stock items.

Simple Components are created on-the-fly and don’t refer to any T2T stock.   

All examples are based on a main product priced at £100.00.

If ticked will add the text “Matching Socks” to the items shopping cart and will increase the cart price to £107.50. 

Note that you can set the position of the description text to the  end of the line by prefixing it with a “>”.

Referenced Components use another T2T stock item.

If you want to use a T2T product as the component then Norcat will automatically include its price and create a link to the relevant page.

We’ll use a main product priced at £100 and a BUGCO made  STEP IN BINDING priced at £50 as the component for these examples. 

To do this replace Price by a hash followed by a Top 2 Toe product reference e.g. #001234.  

In this case the price (discounted by Discount Sections if required) for that product will be used and the product reference number will be appended to the Component name on the shopping cart and invoice.  The products short description will be displayed and will also link to that products full entry when clicked.

If you have more than one component with the ! operator then Norcat will issue a warning at the MakeFile stage.   This is because the customer may be confused if they select two or more such items.  Since each such item displays the price for the main product + its component, then choosing two or more components will only buy the main product once but with two or more components.   There is no error in doing this.  The shopping cart will display the correct price but this is not the total of the displayed components since each line includes the full product price.

In all cases the component price will have the same VAT rate as the main product.

Popup Page. You can have popup pages containing additional information about a product. A size chart, larger picture, etc. They can be launched by clicking a bit of text or by a button.

Where Link text is optional text that will be clickable to launch the popup page, Image is an optional filename of an image for this popup page and Description is descriptive text for this page. You can also configure Norcat to generate a Button for launching the popup and to set a default Link Text.


If you choose Button then any text in Link Text will also be clickable.  


If you save image names in the format 123456-p.jpg (or .gif or jpeg) then Norcat will automatically detect them for you.  If you have a custom image then include it’s full name (including the .jpg, .jpeg or .gif) here.  This allows you to use the same image for many popups.

The text variables NORCAT1 - 5, SUPPREF, LCTN, REM1, REM2 can be hidden if they are empty.

You can also put the Product Price into a Custom Property SELLPRICE via a checkbox in Config.
