Main Settings. In Norcat / Config.

Version
The Actinic version you’re using.

Serial No.
The license key.  If not known Norcat will work but will only process half your data.

User1
You can name the User1 and User2 fields in T2T to something more useful.  If you’ve done this then enter these names here.

User2
You can name the User1 and User2 fields in T2T to something more useful.  If you’ve done this then enter these names here. 

Note
After changing User1 and User2 Save out of Config and re-enter for these to take effect.

T2TPath
The path to your T2T Data folder.  Usually something like 
C:\RSS\HQ\Data\ 
Make sure you add a trailing “\” at the end.  Double-click to set.

SitePath
The path to your Actinic PreviewHTML folder.  Usually something like C:\Program Files\Actinic v7\Sites\Site1\PreviewHTML\ 
Make sure you add a trailing “\” at the end.  Double-click to set.

Catalog Name
The name you’ve given to your Actinic Catalog.  Get this from Actinic by clicking the top of the Product / Section Tree (wad of money icon) and copying from the Name field in Catalog Details.  NB. Replace any spaces with underscores “_”.

Sep1
The character(s) that will be used in page name generation to separate between the Catalog Name and the Page Name.  Usually “-“.

Sep2
The character(s) that will be used in page name generation to separate between the Catalog Name and the Page Name.  Usually “-“.

Primary Section List – The main site structure.
List
This determines how your T2T categories (like Dept, Type, Supplier, etc) are used to build the generated page structure.   You can choose between 1 and 5 entries here, leading to 1 to 5 sub-levels of Site structure.  
E.g. Choosing only Dept, Type will generate a structure like:

If non-empty this determines how your T2T categories (like Dept, Type, Supplier, etc) are used to build the generated page structure.   You can choose between 0 and 5 entries here, leading to either no secondary list being generated or 1 to 5 sub-levels of Site structure.
E.g. Supplier, Type.
See above for a complete example.

Prefix
This will be prefixed to all the Secondary Section names to create a top-level section with all the sub-sections generated within it.  See above for a complete example. 

Merge
If checked the Prefix above won’t create a Section but will instead be appended to the start of the Section names.  See above for a complete example.

Description
Here you can choose up to 3 T2T fields to use to build up the Short Description for each generated Product.  Intermediate entries are separators to use (and are only used if both sides have an entry).

MainPrice…
The T2T field to use for the product prices. E.g. Sell1.

AltPrice…
An optional T2T field to use to override the main product price.  E.g. Sell2.
Use this if you want to have some of your T2T products on the web-site at a different price than usual.
Set to be the same as MainPriceField to disable.
Note that prices overridden by AltPrice will not be altered by any Discount Section entries.

OpsField
The T2T Field to use for per-product options.  Usually Rem1 or Rem2.

Items
Set to non-zero if you want to limit the generated pages to a maximum number of products.  E.g. 20.
If set then the following fields apply:

Make Sub
Create a sub-folder containing each additional page.

Pre

Prefix for the page count.

Suf

Suffix for the page count.

Show Tot
Whether to show the total number of pages.

E.g. With Make Sub - “checked”, Pre - “Page “, Suf - “ of “ and Show Tot - “checked”:

Font
This will be passed to Actinic as top-level Custom Property ACTCSSFONTFAMILY.
This is used by Actinic to set the default font for most of the site.
E.g. Arial, Helvetica, sans-serif

StdWidth
This will be passed to Actinic as top-level Custom Property ACTSTDWIDTH.
This is used by Actinic to set the width of various tables.
E.g. 600

Gen. SELL.
If checked this will generate a Product Level Custom Property that will passed to Actinic as SELLPRICE.
This can be used (with custom code) to make calculations regarding discount, etc.  Not needed for normal operation.


Custom
Not used in normal operation.   For customer specific rebuilds.

Tax
Norcat generates the correct VAT code for Actinic to use from the T2T data.  Usually blank.  If set it overrides the T2T based Vat code.  See Actinic documentation for possible values.

IMAGES
Norcat can automatically detect and incorporate product images based on the T2T product reference.   These images should be kept in SitePath – see above. 
If you use the 1st 6 digits of the product reference then this is used as a main image for a product.
Additionally if you use the 1st 9 digits of the product reference then this is used as the main image (if no 6 digit one exists) or, if the product has several colours, each 9 digit image is used against the appropriate colour /size table.
SectionImage
Images related to the generated Sections.  Norcat can search in SitePath - see above - for images that match the generated sections and use that image as the link to these pages.  These page names can be somewhat unwieldy so a helper file is generated (C:\Norcat\Reports\SectionImages.txt) that contains a list of appropriate image file-names to use.

Default
Default image to use should no specific image be located (this image should be in SitePath - see above - folder).

Prefix
Norcat will search for an image that matches  each page name.  This name can be optionally prefixed (which will help keep all such images in the same place when listing folders).  E.g. s_

Suffix
The suffix to use when generating the SectionImages.txt helper file.  Usually .jpg

ProductImage
A section image (as immediately above) can also be used as a default product image (should no more specific image exist).  Prefix, and Default, are used as above.  The SectionImages.txt file can help here (but you may have chosen to use a different Prefix).
Thumbnail
Actinic can use a thumbnail image in the search (and optionally in the checkout).  Here you can choose how it is auto-detected.

Prefix
Norcat will search in SitePath - see above - for an image that matches the 1st 6 digits of the T2T product reference.  This name can be optionally prefixed (which will help keep all such images in the same place when listing folders).  E.g. t_
Main
If no image detected, use the main (6 digit) product image.

Any
If no detected or Main image then use any other image this product has.

Default
Default image to use if none found.  Usually left blank.

Extended Info
Controls how pop-up pages are generated.  Whether to use a button or a text (may contain HTML) link.

Default Text
The default text to put on the extended info button.

Alt Sep
A custom string that if found in the T2T Notes field will split the Notes into 2.  All before goes into the Normal page and all after into the Pop-up page.  E.g. using <!> with Notes
This is main text<!>And this will appear in the pop-up page.
Swap
Check to reverse the meaning of Alt Sep (above).  If set then everything before Alt Sep will go into the pop-up (or the entire Notes if no Alt Sep found)  and everything after will go into the main product page.   

NB
Use with caution if using Components – see below – as they will only work on the main product page.  Make sure they’re defined in the appropriate place and never on the pop-up.

Params
T2T has limited field sizes for describing some items.  This allows you to alter Dept, Type, Supplier, Supplier Ref, User1, User2, Ref, Name, Desc, Colour to more friendly values.
The format for such an entry is:-

T2T Param -> New Value

E.g.



SKIING & BOARDING -> Skiing and Snowboarding Equipment


FixSections
Change an auto-generated section into another.  Format as for Params. Norcat generated sections use the “|” delimiter between entries.  Thus a section FISHING|ACCESSORIES refers to the sub-section ACCESSORIES within FISHING.  If you want to change some individual section names you can do it here.  
E.g.

FISHING|ACCESSORIES -> FISHING|SPARES AND ACCESSORIES
will now create the sub-section SPARES AND ACCESSORIES within FISHING. 

AltSections
You can duplicate an entire section to another place on the generated site.
Format is:

OLD SECTION

I.e. the original T2T section followed by a space indented list of alternative sections:

Disc Sects
As this capability affects your published prices – test carefully and double-check that you’re getting the desired results.

Automatically discounting an entire section.

Prefix is an optional field to match against.  
Format: 

SECTION NAME,Discount Multiplier

E.g.
 
SKIING AND BOARDING|FLEECES,0.75

Will discount all Skiing and Boarding, Fleeces by 25%


NB
This matches a partial name (from the left) so:



S,0.667


Would discount every Page beginning with “S” by 33%!!!

You can also use Prefix to match only certain pages.  E.g. Using Supplier as Prefix then

VOLKL|SKIING AND BOARDING|FLEECES,0.50

Will sell all Volkl fleeces within Skiing and Boarding, Fleces at half price.

Finally note that these lines are processed from top to bottom so:

Will set all Skiing and Boarding items to 25% off but Skiing and Boarding, Fleeces will be half price.

Likewise

SKIING AND BOARDING,0.75
SKIING AND BOARDING|FLEECES,0.50
SKIING AND BOARDING|SKIS,1.00

Will set all Skiing and Boarding items to 25% off, Skiing and Boarding, Fleeces will be half price, but Skis will be put back to full price.

Don’t get this wrong – here is a bad example.

SKIING AND BOARDING|SKIS,1.00
SKIING AND BOARDING,0.75

Won’t work as desired as the discount for Fleeces and Skis will be overridden by the final general 25% off one.


As this capability affects your published prices – test carefully and double-check that you’re getting the desired results.


Skip Sec1
You can omit certain sections from the generated site.

Prefix is an optional field to match against.  Matches Partial name (from left).
Format: 

SECTION NAME

E.g. 

SKIING AND BOARDING|SKI HIRE

Will remove all Ski Hire from the site.

Optionally. If we choose Supplier as the Prefix then setting

SALOMON

Will omit all Salomon supplied equipment from the site. 

Skip Sec2
Same as Skip Sec1 to allow for more choices to be omitted.


Stock Sects
Display Stock Counts for selected sections.

Prefix is an optional field to match against.  Matches Partial name (from left).
Format: 

SECTION NAME

E.g. 

OFFERS & GIFTS

Will show stock levels just for that page (and any sub-pages).

Optionally. If we choose Supplier as the Prefix then setting

VOLKL

Will show stock levels just for VOLKL.

Menu

Norcat can generate a dynamic cascading navigation menu.  

This uses third-part freeware code and is unsupported.  See separate document on (www.drillpine.biz/norcat/) for details.

Flags
   
 
Beeps

Make a beep on errors and when time consuming operations finish.

Drop-Downs

Generate Drop-Down Lists for Colours / Sizes instead of a Colour / Size “Buy” button matrix.  If selected such products will use Norcat_Select_Template.html as the product template.

Compact
This will cause Compact Tables to be generated.   Only columns with some



stock (in at least one of the colourways) will be displayed.  

Omit this flag for extended tables (all stock from 1st in-stock minsize to last in-             stock maxsize).

Long Colour..
Use the longer version of T2T’s Colour Descriptions.

Timing      
This will cause a diagnostic Timing display when making the output file.

Unique
Allow for duplicate entries in Top2Toe data.  Only should be needed if the Top toToe data files are corrupted.

Ignore Locks
Allow Norcat to access T2T data even if it’s in use.


Icons

Icons in shopping cart.  Show scaled thumbnails of product at checkout.


You can set the Scale to scale down the displayed image.


e.g. Scale 2 will display the cart image half size. Don’t scale up.

Ignore Warn..
Don’t display an informative page if there are warnings generated.

Ignore Errrors
Don’t display an informative page if there are errors generated.

Norcat V4 can split the site into two sections, Primary (always shown) and Secondary (optional).  For each such section you can choose the following:

Sort by Date
Sort the displayed products by T2T Created field.

Newest First
If sorting – put the newest products first.

Warn no Stock
Warn if Style Card has no stock records.

Show Colours
Always Show the colour name in Colour / Size Tables.

Show ColCod.
Always Show the colour Code in Colour / Size Tables.

Show Stock
Show Stock count for items.


Skip 

If no Notes
Skip records where the T2T Notes field is blank.

If no Images
Skip records where there is no image of any kind.

Colour – no 
Skip records where there is no image for a particular colourway.

Only used with Image Maps.  Will create a set textual links below map.  This is useful if you want text to search on for sub-products.

Include item even if it’s in the SkipSections list.

L
Create Image Map (see below) but with map representing single List of choices.


List of choice names must be added to notes field (see (...) below).

M
Use Image Map instead of Table for product size-colour matrix.


Will create a big image where parts can be clicked on to choose
colour/ size combinations.


Needs a 6 digit product image filename (jpg or gif).   Product will be shown for all colours and from minsize to maxsize.  The image will be divided into the appropriate number of clickable regions.   You can adjust the percentage of each cell that is clickable with the Norcat / Config / Advanced feature “Focus”.   Out of stock entries will not be clickable and will display an “Out of Stock” message.

N
Will cause this product to marked "Not for sale".

S
Will cause this product to be shown as in Stock for all colours and from Minsize to Maxsize.

X
Will cause this product to be eXcluded from the catalog.

12.3
Any number in the options field (with or without a decimal point) is also valid and will be passed to Actinic as "Shipping Data".  This is usually used for a weight and can be used to enable weight-based shipping.

Options can be combined where this makes sense.   For example SN will show all of a sizerange and colourway but they'll be marked "Not for sale".   Some combinations will not make sense, like XS  which will try to exclude an item but show it as always in stock.

Product Notes.  T2T Notes Field (Edit Card / Notes).

Notes.  The T2T / Edit Card / Notes field shows can be used as product description.

In addition it can contain the following code.

Expert Use Only.  Additional code to append to Attribute / Choice list.  Every product uses the first 3 attribute codes  (from 0), so 1st free one is attribute 3.  Any {{..}} attributes (see below) take precedence and use up entries too.    Remember that you will also have to write your own HTML to make the choice (see below).

The above sections should appear (if required) in the order shown and be placed at the very beginning of the Notes field.


Additional Capabilities The following text can appear anywhere in the Notes field.

Note that the Attribute Names; Colour, Size & Info are prohibited and that attribute and component names must be unique within a product.


Drop down List:

This will create a drop down list named AttributeName containing choices.


Prefix a choice with “+” to make it the default.   Otherwise first choice is default.  The user can only select one choice.

This will create a drop down list containing 3 choices.  When the user buys this product the order details will contain the keyword “Hardness” with it’s value set to whatever the user selected.   


If a Choice contains a semi-colon e.g. 0;None then the part before the “;” is used on the Add to Cart pages, and the part after the “;” appears on the product page.


Radio Buttons:

This will create a row of clickable buttons named AttributeName - one for each choice.  Buttons are followed by Choice text and separated from the next by Separator text. Tick the hardness you want {{Hardness,Radio, - ,Soft,+Medium,Hard}}

When the user buys this product the order details will contain the keyword “Hardness” with it’s value set to whatever the user selected.   If no button is set then no preference will be shown on that order.

Checkbox:

This will create a single checkbox that will return value if ticked.   Prefix Value with “+” to pre-set it.   An unticked box will return nothing.

Tick if you want a free gift {{Gift,Checkbox,Yes}}

When this product is ordered with the box ticked then Gift: Yes will appear on the cart.

{+…+}
Components. These allow additional items to be sold with a product.  

Text between {+ and +} will be used to create an optional component and will be replaced with a checkbox to select the component followed by the Component Description and then it’s price.   

{+ Component Name, Component Description, Price +}
Component Name should be brief name and will appear on the Shopping cart and Invoice.  It must be unique for each component within a product.  This will be done automatically for referenced components.

Note that the Component Names; Colour, Size & Info are prohibited and that component and attribute names must be unique within a product.

Component Description (may contain HTML and attributes) will appear next to the checkbox that selects the component.   If the component description is prefixed with a “+” then the checkbox will be set.

Price should be a number like 12.34 which will be the actual price for this component.   In this case there is no reference to a T2T item so you can offer non-stock items.

Simple Components are created on-the-fly and don’t refer to any T2T stock.   

All examples are based on a main product priced at £100.00.

Alternatively you can show the price as a percentage of the main product price.

If ticked will add the text “Metallic Paint” to the items shopping cart and will increase the cart price to £110.00.

If ticked will add the text “Unpainted” to the items shopping cart and will decrease the cart price to £90.00.

Referenced Components use another T2T stock item.

If you want to use a T2T product as the component then Norcat will automatically include its price and create a link to the relevant page.

We’ll use a main product priced at £100 and a BUGCO made  STEP IN BINDING priced at £50 as the component for these examples. 

To do this replace Price by a hash followed by a Top 2 Toe product reference e.g. #001234.

If you have more than one component with the ! operator then Norcat will issue a warning at the MakeFile stage.   This is because the customer may be confused if they select two or more such items.  Since each such item displays the price for the main product + its component, then choosing two or more components will only buy the main product once but with two or more components.   There is no error in doing this.  The shopping cart will display the correct price but this is not the total of the displayed components since each line includes the full product price.

In all cases the component price will have the same VAT rate as the main product.
